emissions by meeting have been calculated, Mercure Hotels purchases carbon offsets to ensure
that the services they have provided have no impact on climate. CRI ensures that the carbon offsets

purchased by the Mercure Hotels represent an emission reduction which is real, verified, permanent and goes beyond
business as usual.

Providing those carbon calculators will give the Mercure Hotels a significant competitive edge over other, emission
intensive conference venue providers. Since 2008 Mercure Hotels have carbon offset over 18,000 tonnes of CO2e
nationally.

Every company should consider the Mercure Meeting Service for their meetings and events as a simple step they can take
to reduce their business impact on climate.
