. Assessing your marina’s carbon footprint.

Includes all greenhouse gases emitted through
the operation of your site.

. Reducing your carbon emissions.

A sustainability consultant will visit your site and
work with you to devise options to reduce your
marina's impact. This will include pursuit of
energy efficiency, renewable energy, water
saving measures and more.

- Offsetting your unavoidable carbon
emissions by purchasing carbon credits.

The process is supported through the provision
of a detailed carbon audit and sustainability plan
that contains photos and guidance In
implementing all identified emission reduction
options. You will also be provided with logos,

gs, posters and certificates that enable you to
our involvement in the initiative.
